Mini-Grant Policies
Statement of Purpose
The mission of the Mariposa County Schools Foundation is to enhance the educational opportunities of students in Mariposa County schools. The Foundation will support special programs and activities that provide additional resources for student learning. To carry out its mission, the Foundation Board has established a program of “Mini-Grants” to District teachers. Applications should reflect strong curricular content, demonstrate innovative teaching strategies, and enhance learning for larger groups of students.  Grants are meant for curriculum enrichment not professional development or furniture.
General Policies
· Grants are to be distributed as equally as feasible to all schools within Mariposa County
      Unified School District (PreK-12).
· Only projects involving non-consumable materials and programs that can continue into future
      years will be considered.
· Applicants must be teachers or librarians working in conjunction with a teacher.  A teacher’s
     name may appear on one application only.
· Incomplete applications (missing signatures, blank sections, etc.) and applications not typed 
     will not be considered.
· No Mini-Grant will be awarded for equipment not directly related to students and the 
     curriculum.
· Mini-Grants will not be awarded for field trip, transportation or extra-curricular activities.
· Additional materials such as pages from catalogs or letters of support will not be considered, 
     and will void the application.
· All decisions made by the Board are final.
· Items purchased through mini-grants become the property of the Mariposa County School
      District.
· Teachers must submit receipts for mini-grants before applying for the next round of

      mini- grants.

· Licenses or memberships for qualifying project will be considered, but only on a one
     time basis, not continuing after the first term.
Amount of Grant Awards
· The Board will set a budget for awards each year. Awards will be made within this budgeted amount.
· Applications are not to exceed $500. 
Criteria for Evaluating Awards
· Applications will be evaluated anonymously
· Applications will be objectively rated 
· A description of the curricular standards and how they relate to the request are required.

Check List 
· Project is clearly defined and connected to curriculum.
· NO supplies for organizational use or furniture
· Request is NOT for consumable items like food, paint, paper, etc.
· Project is centered on ONE theme, activity, or subject (no laundry lists of materials).
· Application is READ, APPROVED, & SIGNED by administrator and teacher.
· There is only one application per teacher (if more than one, none will be read).
· Application is typed.
· Application is not a duplication of another one being submitted.

· There are No “extra materials” attached to the 3 page application.
· No names except on the cover page.  The Foundation wants to keep the evaluation process anonymous.
· Receipts for previous grants have been turned in.
