Mini-Grant Policies
The mission of the Mariposa County Schools Foundation is to support the educational opportunities of students in Mariposa County schools. To carry out its mission, the Foundation Board has established a program of “Mini Grants” to district teachers. Applications should reflect strong curricular content, demonstrate innovative teaching strategies, and enhance learning for larger groups of students. Applications will be judged anonymously and distributed as equally as feasible to all schools within Mariposa County Unified School District (PreK-12). Items purchased through mini grants become the property of the Mariposa County School District.

· Applicants must be teachers or librarians working in conjunction with a teacher.  A teacher’s name may appear on one application only.
· Judges will consider only complete applications.  All signatures, sections, and budget must be                complete, including tax and shipping.
· Judges will consider only typed applications. 
· Mini grants will be awarded for equipment directly related to students and the curriculum.  It is necessary that the application includes numbered curricular standards and how they directly relate to the request.
· Mini grants must relate to activities that occur during school hours.  Extra-curricular activities    and after school programs do not qualify for mini grants.
· Judges will consider only the 3-page application.  Please do not attach any other materials.
· Teachers must submit receipts for mini grants before applying for the next round of mini grants. 
· Judges will consider licenses or memberships for qualifying projects, only on a one-time basis.
· The project must be centered on ONE theme, activity, or subject (no laundry lists of materials).
· The project must demonstrate how students will be involved.
· Applications will only be funded for $750 or less.  Larger projects may be considered through our Large Grant process in October. 
· Consumables must be directly related to subject content.
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
